The game of netball encompasses players and coaches and umpires and officials and
spectators. Each group has a defined and interlinking role, and if they work well
together, provide an environment where skills are appreciated.

Umpiring is about equity in the management of the players' techniques, utilising the
rules and protocols as set down by All Australia Netball Association (Inc).

To enable a game of netball to be played, umpires are required.

Each year generally begins with a plea for umpires - and this one is no different. It is
beneficial for players to learn to umpire as it encourages a deeper knowledge and
understanding of the rules. Players' umpiring time availability, however, is restricted by
warm-up and playing schedules. It is therefore essential that parents and/or friends are
willing to blow the whistle, as they have more flexibility in availability, to enable all our
girls to play their sport.

At ETSA Contax we allocate umpires to time slots in consideration of playing/spectating
times.
